Minutes of the 7/14/11 FUDDP Quarterly Meeting – Held at the home of Peggy Garner

Present: Melissa, Peggy, Fariba, Bob, Rich, Mo, Steve, Bill, Cabernet, Scott, Pat

Meeting was called to order and Minutes of 3/24/11 approved.

Melissa reviewed recent park improvements which included fountain sanding/painting;
garden planting; signage for back gate and park rules; bathroom building roof cleared of
debris; drain evacuation by Park & Rec; and pending requests for sandbags and fountain
key. RPD has suggested a trench of 1/4” gravel around the perimeter of fountain.

Bill & Melissa discussed the progress of the Community Opportunity Fund grant, which has
been submitted for $136,171. If received in September, these funds will be used to build
French drains around the entire park; grass and sprinklers for the baseball diamond area;
The COF will pay for a detailed tree survey only, not trimming and removal. 

Bob will discuss options with Friends of the Urban Forest for management of trees in park.

Gillian Gillette, Supe Scott Wiener’s aide, met with Peggy, Melissa & Bill, to discuss a
‘future plan’ for the park, to be used as a guide for improvements made when a bond is put
forth in two years for funds to be used to improve and maintain all City parks.

The Wine Tasting Party is scheduled for August 19th, but unfortunately ticket sales at Dogtoberfest were low. Each person present (Steve & Bill undecided) committed to purchasing at least two tickets ($25/pp made out to NPC) in order to make the event a successful
fundraiser. Melissa and Pat offered to organize the guest list and food contributions which
members will supply.

Commemorative tiles for the park which would be placed to honor larger donations were
discussed. Melissa will check into the logistics and legality.

Dogtoberfest is scheduled for October 22nd from 11 - 2, with a clean-up day October 15th
from 10 - 1. This year will not have a silent auction and raffle. Pat will organize the bake
sale. Rich will prepare posters, print and post them. Steve will handle contact of vendors
and publicity. Cabernet will coordinate contests. Peggy will be responsible for
equipment. Scott will contact rescue organizations and try to borrow agility equipment.

Rich offered to redo tabs on present website so that financials and minutes can be filed and
found easily. Melissa suggested website management for $100/ year could be used to
redo our present system in a simpler, more user-friendly manner.  Rich, Melissa and Bill will meet separately to discuss.

Melissa told us there was talk of renovating and reopening the bathrooms. A lively
discussion ensued about the pros/cons. Melissa will look into the issue further and report
back. 

Availability of plastic poop bags continues to be an issue in the park. The
dispensers are often empty. Melissa will find out if we can have the City furnish a
commercial-grade dispenser with rolls of bags to alleviate the problems of abandoned
poops. 

Melissa will organize a dogwalkers’ meeting to discuss park policies. 

The front gate hinges are broken and will need to be adjusted.
